In June 2006, within the scope of Defence Sector
Reform in Serbia, the Ministry of Defence and the
International Organization for Migration (IOM) have
started to implement a Trust Fund Project for
Assistance to Discharged Defence Personnel in their
reintegration into civilian life.

This project aims at complementing the activities
already implemented by the national PRISMA
Project (Project for Resettlement in Serbian Army)
by increasing the opportunities of the Discharged
Defence Personnel to successfully return to a
civilian life.

Within this project former employees of the Serbian
Army and the Ministry of Defence that are registered
with PRISMA programme are offered the opportunity
to access micro-credit and/or grant schemes for setting
up or developing micro, small and medium sized
enterprises, as well as to receive assistance in
employment generation and, where appropriate,
vocational skills training.

The projectis financed by different NATO
Partnership for Peace countries (Austria, Bulgaria,
Czech Republic, Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Italy,
Luxemburg, Poland, Slovenia, Spain, The
Netherlands and United Kingdom) through the
establishment of a joint Trust Fund and under the
lead of the Kingdom of Norway.
